My Sweet Girl

Cut a piece of backing paper

14.5x20.5cm and attach to the
card front. Ink the Cindy stamp with
coffee ink and stamp onto white
pearlescent card. Colour in the skin,
hair and shoes with brush markers
using them as watercolours. To do this
scribble a little colour onto a palette,
use a wet paintbrush to pick up the
colour and paint your image for a soft
watercolour effect. You can use
watercolour pencils or paints if you
prefer.

Trim image to size and use a
2 corner punch to round the
corners. Mount onto pale green card,
round the corners and then mount
onto pink card, rounding the corners.

SOURCE

Stamp the image onto a piece of
3 pale green card and a scrap of
pink backing paper. Carefully cut out
a pink top and green skirt. Use foam
pads to attach to the mounted
stamped image, colour in the belt to
finish off.

Cut a piece of pale green card

7.5x9cm and round the corners.
Mount onto pink card, trim to size and
round the corners. Add Framed
Words and Varied Alphabet
embellishments as shown. Attach the
panel to the bottom right of the card
front and the girl panel in the top left,
overlapping them slightly.

Punch daisies from scraps of pink
5 and green card and attach using
brads. Stamp relevant words onto pink
and green card and punch with a
circle punch. Attach to the bottom left
of the card front with foam pads.

Birthday girl
1 Cut a piece of stripe pink/denim
paper 10x21cm and attach to the
card front. Ink the Cindy stamp with
coffee ink and stamp onto white
pearlescent card. Colour the image
using the watercolour technique
described in step 1 for ‘My sweet girl’.

Trim to size and round the
2 corners. Mount onto pale pink
and then dark pink card, round the
corners of both pieces of card.

Stamp the image onto the pink
3 and denim papers and carefully
cut out a denim skirt and pink top.
Use foam pads to attach to the
mounted stamped image, colour the
belt to finish off. Attach the
completed panel to the front of the
card, slightly towards the top.

Stamp the birthday stamp with
4 coffee ink onto a scrap of pale
pink card and add a cluster of flower
brads to the right. Trim to size and
round the corners. Mount onto darker
pink card, trim to size and round the
corners. Attach to the card front using
foam pads. For the finishing touch
add a button in each corner.

Stitched birthday boy

This male variation of ‘My sweet girl’ uses the same
basic products and Joey stamp (2565E Stamp-It),
Whimsical Happy Birthday stamp (D2456 Hero Arts),
Leapfrog and lvy Bazzill Basics card, Studio K’s
Stitched Squares background paper, copper star and
circle brads, green buttons and copper eyelet peel-offs.

Birthday blues

Combine the basic products for ‘Birthday girl’ with
Joey stamp (2565E Stamp-It), Whimsical Happy
Birthday stamp (D2456 Hero Arts), Leapfrog and Ivy
Bazzill Basics card, Studio K’s Blue and Green Word
Collage background paper, silver eyelet peel-offs and
blue ink for the greeting, for this fun, male version!
